Please Note: This exercise is a focused opportunity for senior pupils to present their learning and appreciation of tobacco related issues to younger pupils in the school. The format and structure for this activity, length of time taken, number of pupils involved, resources available etc. will be dictated by the individual school and teachers are encouraged to adapt this resource to suit their requirements.  
	Cross Curricular Outcomes:

There are currently no experiences and outcomes for the senior phase of a Curriculum for Excellence.
Please Note: This is an excellent opportunity for an interdisciplinary task at the senior level – allowing pupils to take responsibility over their own learning. Departments such as English, Drama and Modern Studies could support the pupil’s factual and personal research. I would encourage school staff to work collaboratively on this unit of work. 

	Aim of Lesson:

· To allow senior pupils to present their research and personal reflections on tobacco to young pupils. 

Objectives:

· Pupils will research the internet focusing on statistical and factual analysis of tobacco issues within their community. 
· Pupils will review the Scott & Hannah story and engage in personal reflection to develop a personal experience of tobacco.

· Pupils will rehearse and deliver a formal presentation to pupils in the lower stages of secondary school.
	Resources:

· Access to ICT/projector to present the story of Scott and Hannah – S5/S6 level

· The senior class should be assigned to an S1 class who they can deliver their presentation to.  

· Access to ICT for research purposes

· Access to the full Scott & Hannah story from Primary 4 to the Senior level.

	Learning Intentions:

Children will be able to:
· Pupils will spend time researching tobacco related issues within their community. 
· Pupils will use the characters of Scott and Hannah, as well as their own experiences, to bring a human face to tobacco related issues. 

· Pupils will prepare and present an informative presentation to a class of younger pupils highlighting a number of tobacco related issues.
	Learning Outcomes:

Pupils will demonstrate what they have learnt through the focused study of tobacco related issues across their school years. They will engage in factual research, which is focused on their own local community, and personal reflection to deliver an informative presentation to younger pupils. They will demonstrate their leadership and teamwork capacities through this task.

	Timing of Activity
	Teaching and Learning
	Teaching Points/Resources 

	Period One
Introduction to the Activity/ Initial Planning
	· Reintroduce the class to the characters of Scott and Hannah. Recap on the work completed in previous years. 
· Introduce the class to the final portion of the Scott and Hannah story. Talk through the story and discuss key points. 

· Explain that the pupils will take responsibility over planning, researching, designing, rehearsing and finally delivering a presentation focused on tobacco issues to a group of S1 pupils. Explain that it will be up to them to decide what the content of the presentation should be, however, emphasise that it should be half factual, researched information focused on their local community and half a personal reflection – whether through the characters in the story or through pupil’s personal experiences. 
· Put the pupils into groups and ask them to start planning out the content of their presentation. Pupils should distribute roles for the presentation to ensure each pupil is actively involved in the task.
	· These lessons are rough guide outlines – lengths of time can be extended or shortened depending on what works best for your school. 
· Explain to pupils that this is their opportunity to show leadership capacities and teamwork skills and could be used as an example of their personal skills and qualities for employment, college or UCAS applications. 

	Period Two
Researching the Factual Information


	· With the groups established, pupils should spend this period researching for facts, statistics and information relating to tobacco issues within their area. Ideas for this are:

· Contacting local hospitals, health centres for information

· Researching the internet 

· Exploring what organisations are available to help local people stop smoking.

· NHS health statistics

· Pupils could also use this time to develop power point presentations which can be used as part of their delivery.  
	· Pupils should have access to ICT this period to do research into the factual information for their presentation.

· Encourage pupils to use the websites previously used for lessons – but also push them to find their own sources of information – which focused on local issues.
· It is important that pupils see the impact of smoking on their local community rather than detaching from world wide statistics. 

	Period Three
Personal Reflection


	· Pupils should spend this time building the personal reflection element of the presentation. Pupils can choose to use some of the activities from past years to do this – by writing in role as either Hannah or Scott and reading these aloud, or by participating in a hot-seating exercise. Pupils may decide that they would rather use their own personal experiences to showcase serious tobacco issues. 
	· Whatever format is used for this, the pupils should be trying to bring real individual stories to the attention of the younger pupils. 
· Remember it is entirely up to the pupils to shape their own message and they should make the appropriate choices relating to content to present their points. 

	Period Four

Rehearsing and Finalising Roles
	· Pupils should be given a final period after the preparation work is done to correlate the information and rehearse their final piece. Give pupils the opportunity to run through their full presentation and receive feedback and advice from both the teacher and other pupils in the class.
· Please ensure that pupils have considered the types of questions that they may be asked at the end of their presentations from the younger pupils and have considered how they might answer them.

· Pupils should also prepare an evaluation sheet to allow their audience to offer them feedback on the impact of their presentations.
	· Remind pupils how important their role is in this task and how they are now acting as positive role models for younger pupils in the school. 
· Each group should prepare their own evaluation sheet making the task completely pupil focused and led and also to allow them the opportunity to fully evaluate their own work. 



	Period Five

Presentations and Evaluation
	· Finally pupils should present their work to the pupils. Please ensure that all ICT equipment, photocopies etc. are prepared in advance and the arrangements for the two classes (S1 and senior) to work together are organised. 
· At the end of the presentations, encourage opportunities for the audience to ask the senior pupil’s questions about their work and promote positive discussion between the two groups.

· At the end of the presentations, ask the audience to complete the pupil’s evaluation sheets on the impact of the event. 

· Once the event is completed, spend some time reflecting on the Scott & Hannah story with the senior pupils and ask them to consider whether any aspects of the work had any impact on shaping their views and opinions. 
	· Encourage other school staff, as well as members of the SMT, to attend the event to offer the pupils some moral support and as a means of acknowledging their effort and achievement.
